BACKGROUND NOTES

[bookmark: _GoBack]The Republic of Uganda and the Republic of Mozambique have a long shared history of friendship, through the years of exceptional cooperation and mutual understanding. The strong bond that exists between our countries is built upon a foundation of common values, aspirations, and a shared vision for prosperity of our people. This has been exemplified in the high level political engagements between the two Countries.
 
The two countries established a Joint Permanent Commission (JPC) Framework in 1987 and this was closely followed by the holding of the First Session of the JPC in Maputo in 1988. In 2018, a Framework Agreement on Cooperation between the Republic of Uganda and the Republic of Mozambique was concluded and signed in Maputo in 2018, and stipulates the areas of cooperation provided in Article 3 of this Framework Agreement. Within the Framework Agreement of  Cooperation, the two countries have continued to cooperate and exchanged high level visits with the most recent State Visit to Mozambique of H.E President Y.K Museveni in 2018, and the State Visit to Uganda of H.E President Filipe Jacinto in 2022.

It is against this background that the Second Session of the UgandaMozambique Joint Permanent Commission is scheduled to be held on15th-19th September 2024 in Kampala at Mestil Hotel. The Sectors of focus for the JPC will include: security, defence and veterans, tourism and wildlife,transport and communications, industry and trade, agriculture, public works and housing, and energy and minerals. 

Further, emphasis will be placed on implementation of Presidential Directives provided during the State Visit to Uganda of His Excellency Filipe Jacinto Nyusi, President of the Republic of Mozambique, in April 2022. The JPC meetings will be held at Senior Officials’ level, Permanent 
Secretaries, and Ministerial Session.
